• Meet local dignitaries. 
• Share cultural events, recreation, music, holidays and more with your village hosts and fellow delegates.

November, 2005: Oporoza, Nigeria, a small Niger Delta village, to build the first library in the region in partnership with Niger 
Delta Professionals for Development (NIDPRODEV), an NGO that has helped bring peace to this challenged, oil-rich area. 
 

FUTURE JOURNEYS 
 

Summer 2006: GCJ returns to the Niger Delta with NIDPRODEV to build on the healing between rival tribes begun with  
the 2005 regional library. We will be living and working in the nearby village of the other tribe, completing a second  
regional project. 
 
Summer, 2007: GCJ will build homes in Burundi (Central Africa) in partnership with Youth in Reconstruction of a World in 
Destruction (YRWD), a peacemaking organization that brings Tutsis and Hutus together.  
 
Our beginnings are in Africa, but ultimately, our mission is global and will reach all continents. Each journey grows organically, 
from a personal, grassroots connection – exactly in keeping with the GCJ vision.
